SECTION 113—([For SF] — LIENS AND
PENALTIES

113.1 [For SF] Lien Proceedings.

When authorized under this Code, the Chief
may initiate special assessment lien proceedings
pursuant to the provisions of the San Francisco
Administrative Code, Chapter 10, Article XX, by
reporting the delinquency to the Board of Super-
visors. The entire unpaid balance of the costs,
including any penalty and interest on the unpaid
balance, shall be made a special assessment lien
against the responsible party's property. Such
charges against delinquent accounts shall be
reported to the Board of Supervisors at least
once each year. (Amended by Ord. No. 259-07,
File No. 071257, App.

113.2 [For SF] Penalties for Violations.

Pursuant to California Government Code Sec-
tion 36900(a) and (b), any person who violates,
disobeys, omits, neglects or refuses to comply
with any of the provisions of this Code or any
lawful order issued pursuant thereto shall be
guilty of an infraction or a misdemeanor. The
citation charging the violation shall specify
whether the violation charged is a misdemeanor
or an infraction. Every violation is punishable by
(1) a fine not exceeding $100.00 for a first viola-
tion; (2) a fine not exceeding $200.00 for a second
violation; (3) a fine not exceeding $500.00 for a
third or subsequent violation of the same ordi-
nance within one year. If charged as an infrac-
tion, the penalty upon conviction therefore shall
be not less than $50.00 or more than $500.00, no
part of which may be suspended. If charged as a
misdemeanor, the penalty upon conviction there-
fore shall be a fine of not less than $500.00 or
more than $1,000.00 or imprisonment in the
county jail, not exceeding six (6) months, or both
fine and imprisonment, no part of which may be
suspended. Every day such violation, disobedi-
ence, omission, neglect or refusal continues shall
be considered as a new offense. Any person who

shall do any work in violation of any of the
provisions of this Code, and any person having
charge of such work who shall permit it to be
done, shall be liable for the penalty provided.
