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REMOVAL OF CAUSE-ACT OF MARCIl 3,1875, H 2 AND 3-REMOVAL AFTER TRIAL
IN STATE COURT.
The meaning of sections 2 and 3 of the act of March 3, 1875, when consid-

ered toget.her, is that where a case was pending in the state court at the time
of the passage of the act, it could be removed to the federal court if the appli-
cation for removal was thereafter seasonably made, and if it was otherwise reo
movable, notwithstanding there might have been a trial in the state court be·
fore the passage of the act. But, as to any and all cases brought in the state
court subsequent to the passage of the act, there could be no removal after a
trial in that court.

Motion to Remand Case to State Court.
Finches,Lynde« Miller, for plaintiff.
Jenkins,Elliott ÇWinkler, for defendani.
DYER, J. A motion is made to remand this case to the state court,

from which it was removed to this court. The action was commenoed
in July, 1880, in the circuit court of Milwaukee county. Issue was
joined therein by the service of an answer on the twenty-sixth day of
August, 1880. The cause was duly noticed for trial for the October
ttlrm of the state court of that year, and was placed on the calendar
of that court for trial at that term, which was the first term at which
it could be tried after issue was joined therein. It was, however,
not tried at that term, but was tried at the January term, 1881, he-
fore the court and a jury, the trial resulting in a verdict for the plain-
tiff, upon which judgment was duly entered.
The original answer was a general denial, and on the trial the de-

fendant asked leave to amend his answer, but the court refused leave,
and excluded testimony which, it is understood, would have been
competent, not only under the proposed amended artswer, but under
the original answer. These rulings were excepted to, and an appeal
was taken by the defendaut to the supreme court of the state. That
court reversed the judgment of the court below, and remanded the
case for a new trial. The case was thereafter duly noticed for trial
for the May term, 1882, of the Milwaukee Jounty circuit court, and
was placed on the calendar for trial. Subseqnently, and on the
twentieth day of May, 1882, the defendant applied for permission to
file an amended answer. The court permitted such answer to be
filed, and, as the same contained allegations constituting a counter-
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claim, the plaintiff was allowed 20 days to reply thereto, aud the
cause,by orderof the court, stood for trial at said May terJ;ll. On
the thirty-first day of May theplainbiff servedon the defendantan
orderrequirIng him to show causewhy a bill of 'particularsof the
defendant's4emandshouldnot be andstayingproceedings,on
the part of the defendantuntil the hearingand decisionof said mo-
tion.The motion WI1S heardand denied on the sixth day of Sep-

JS82, was after the ex.piration of the May term of
the court. The plaintiffwas.thenallowed 15 days to reply to the
def-endantscounteráclaim.Beforethe time thus grantedin which
to file a reply expired,and onthefourteenthd.ayof September,1882,
the plaintiff procuredthe causeto be removedto this court underthe
removalact of 1875.

The first term of the stateconrt at whi<lh the case'could be tried
after the decisionof the motionfor a bill of particularsand after the
plaintiff was allowed 15 days to reply to the defendant'scounter-
.claim, was the October term, 1882. This being the record in the
statecourt, the defendantmoves to remandthe causeto that court
on the ground,thatat the time of the removal of the sameto this
court, itáwasnot removablennderthe act of 1875.

Much ofáthe argumentof counselon both sides proceededon the
theorythat the casewasremovableafterits returnfrom the supreme
court of the stateto the court below; andin that view therewas ex-
tendeddiscussionof this question,namely: Whatwas the first term
of the statecircuit court after thereversalof its judgmentby the suá
premecourt, when the case,in the then stateof the record,could be
first tried? But the vital questionto be hereconsideredlies backof
that,and is this: Was the caseremovableto this courtunder theact
of 1875after the trial thereofin January,1881?

Beforethe passageof the act of 1875, therehadbeenconsiderable
controversyin the courtsas to the time, with referenceto a trial in
the statecourt, when a causecould be removed. In Insurance Co.
v. Dunn, 19 Wall. 214, the court, construingthe act of 1867, held
that under that act a case could be removedafter a trial on the
merits, if the statuteof the state,as in Ohio, where the casearose,
gaveto thedefeatedparty the right to a secondtrial; in other words,
that under that act a case could be removedat any time before
final trial.

In the RevisedStatutes(sub. 3, ¤ 639) the words of the act of
1867 were changedfrom "final hearing or trial" to "trial or final
hearing,"as in the act of 1866; and then followed the act of 1875.
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which was clearly intendaa to abridge the time within which suits
could be removed from the state to the federal court. Hmdeckerv.
Rosenbaum,6 FED. REP. 98, 99.
Section 3 of the act of March 3, 1875, provides-

.. That whenever either party, or anyone or more of the plaintiffs or defend-
ants entitled to remove any suit mentioned in the next preceding section,
shall desire to remove such suit from a state court to the circuit court of 'the
United States, he or they may make and file a petition in such suit, in sUCh
state court, before or at the term at which said cause cortld be first tried;
and before the trial thereof for the, re!lloval of such suit into the circuit
court," etc.

Then by section 2 it is provided "that any suit of a civil na.tura,
at law or in equity, now pending or hereafter brought in any state
court, where the matter in dispute exceeds," etc., may be rallloved
intothe circuit court of the United, States, thus making the act ap-
ply to suits pending at the time of the passage of the act.
The clear meaning of these two sections, when considered together,

is that where a case was pending in the state court at the time of
the passage of the act, it could be removed to the federal court if the
application for removal was thereafter seasona.bly made, and if it was
otherwise removable, notwithstanding there might have been a trial
in the state court before. the passage of .the act. But as to any and
all cases brought in the state court subsequent to the pa.ssage of the
act, there could be no removal after a trial in that courtjbecause the
words of the statute are that the application for removal must be
made before or at the term at which the cause could be first tried,
and before the trial thereof. The language of the act means, in re-
gard to suits pending when the act was passed, the first trial after
the right of removal attached subsequently to the passlige of the act;
(Hoadley v. San Francisco,3 Sawy. 553-555; .Hendeckerv. Rosen-
baum,supra;) and obviously its language, in regard to suits there-
after brought, means the term after such suits are begun when a trial
could first be had. See, also, Bible Societyv. Grove, 101 U. S. 610.
The case of Hewitt v. Phelps,105 U. S. 393, much relied on by

the learned counsel opposing this motion, it will be noticed, was one
that was pending in the state court wh6n the removal act of 1875
was passed. It was commenced in 1869 and dismissed on final
·hearing in 1874. An appeal was taken to the supreme court of
Mississippi, the decree of dismissal was reversed, and the case came
back to the court below for further proceedings in conformity with
the opinion of the appellate court, and thereafter the case was re-
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moved to the fedAral court. It was, therefore,a casecoming within
the secondsectionof the act, as a casethen pending,with aright of
removalexistingat the time it was removed,which was before the
first termat which it couldbe first heardor tried after the passageof
the act, and thereforecame directly within the ruling made in the
Removal Oases, 100 U. S. 457.

The caseat bar wasnot pendingwhen theactof 1875 waspassed.
As we have seen,it was cQmmencedin 1880. There was a trial at
the Januaryterm, 1881, of the statecourt. .That trial was followed
by an appealanda reversalof the judgmentof the court below, and
the casecameback for a new trial. Then, for the first time, there
was an application for removal. That application came too late,
becausein sucb a casethe statutory requirementis imperative that
the removalmust be madebeforethereis any trial of the suit in the
state court. As the suit was not brought in the state court until
after the act of 1875 was passed,'it cannothelp the party herepeti-
tioning for a removalthatthe judgmentwhich followed the first trial
wasreversed,andthat the casecameback to the circuit court of the
statefor a new trial. It'wasnot removableafter the Octoberterm,
1880,of the statecourt, and the motion to remandmust be granted.

an impartial trial, andso asnot to incur unnecessaryexpense,or bur-
denthe citizensof any part of the district with suchservices.
