"(b) All such appointments, except to posiUohs carrying a
salary at a rate.of more than $5,000 a year, shall be made in
accordance with Uie civ ".-service laws and regulations.

"(c) No perBon appointed by the comptrollef generai shall be
paid a salafy at i rate of more than ,$C.OOp a year, and-nbt niorc
than four persons -shall be paid a saiarj" at a fate of more than
15,000 a year.

"(d) Until Afafch 5, 1921, bo person \yho-at the time of the
passage of this act holds .office as one of Uie:six auditors, ami
who In pursuance of section 310 is transferred to Uie general
accounting office, .shall be removed from office or have his com-
pensation reduced; except for cause.

."(e) All officers and employees of the general' accounting
office, whether tfansfeffed thereto or appointed .by the comp-
troller general, shnll perform such duties as may be assigned to
them by iiim.

"(f). All official acts performed by such officers, or employees
specially designated therefor by the comptfoller general, .shall
have Uie sa..ic force and effect as~ though performed by tlie
comptfojlef general In. person; ' •

"(g) The comptrollef general shall make such fules and
regulations as may be necessary fof carrying on the work vt
the general accounting office, iiicludin'c; rules' and regulations
concerning the admission of attorneys U'tpfactlce.
."SEC.312. (a) The comptroller generul shall investigate, at

the seat of government^of elsewhere, ali mutters reiatiiig to tiie
receipt and disbursement of public funds und shall make to the
President when requested by hiin, and to C6ngr_ess at tlio be-
ginhing of each regular session, a report in ^writibg of tlio
work of the general accounting office, containing fecommeml:i-
tions < anccrning the legislation he may deem necessary to
facilitate the prompt and accurate rendition and settlement of
accounts arid concerning such other matters feinting to the
receipt and disbursement of public funds ns he may think ad-
visable.
