It shall make such special investigations and reports
as riiay be required1 by either House .o£ Congress of by any
committee of subcommittee thereof of either House, having
jurisdiction over appropriations and expenditures. Adminis-
trative officers arid employees-of the executive departments and
other establishments shah furnish authorized representatives
of the Bureau of Efficiency with all information that the bureau
inny require for the performance of its diit'es, and shall- give
such representatives access to all.recofds and papers that may
be needed for that purpose."

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Mr. WOOD of Indiana. Mr. (Speaker, oh behalf of the con-
ferees, I desire to ipako a brief statement with refere'nce to
our action. It is not the purpose or desire of the-conferees to'
do anything contrary to the wishes of this House. We were
instructed to further disagree to the proposal in tlie legislative
bill by way of s' Seaale amendment for the transfer of the
Bureau-of Efficiency 16 the jrrisaictiori of Congress. AATe did
that, and as a result of a further disagreement an amendment
was proposed: That amendment has been reported by the.
Clerk. . It is in. substance the amendment that was suggested
by the War Department We took away from that amendment
the manner in which tlie Chief of the Bureau of Efficiency
might be removed. The amendment provides that he may be
appointed by the joint action of the. Speaker of the House of
Representatives and the President of the Senate.. In, its orig-
inal form he could only be removed by a joint resolution. Th-.it
we amended, and now it reads " may be removed by the saiue
authority that made the appointment".

It also provides that tlie Bureau of Efficiency may be put
in motion by any of the activities of the Government, by direct
action-6f Congress through its instruction, through the request
of any committee on appropriations or expenditures, or through
tlie request of any subcommittee of the committees I have
mentioned.

Mr. BLANTOX. Will the gentleman yield right there?
Mr. WOOD of Indiana. Yes.
Mr. BLANTOX. Is tlie gentleman aware of tlie fight which

is now and has been going on for soire time made upon the Chief
of the Bnreau-of Efficiency by Mr. Luther C. Stewart and bis
affiliated organization of Government employees?

Mr. AVOOD of Indiana^ Yes; I know something about that,
fight but I desire in this connection to say that the very op-
position that is being offered to this proixisal ought to be the
best possible argument why it should be adopted. I .think we

• ought to have a bureau of efficiency independent of the claims
or demands of any clique of class, men who arc bound to do
their duty as they understand it uuder their oaths, owing obedi-
ence to no one save the Congress of the United States, who will
be responsible for 'their creation and continuance in office.

fc. Mr. ELANTOX-. The gentleman did not permit me to finish
my statement The chief of the Bureau of Efficiency to amount
to anything, as I am sure the gentleman from Indiana will
agree, will incur the hostility of various-parties from time to
time. That is true, is it not?

Mr. WOOD of Indiana. Absolutely true.
* Mr. BLANTOX Beyond any question he will incur the hos-
tility and'the animosity of employees; and docs the gentleman
think it wise to leave It to just two people tc remove him?

MnJWOOD of Indiana. I do not think there would be any
danger in lodging tills .authority In the Speaker of the House
a lid the President of tbr> Senate. I have sufficient confidence in
the President of the Senate and the Speaker of the House at
the present moment to think that they wduid not ylrtd to any
influence that would be detrimental-to the good or the service,
and I have enough confidence in those who will occupy those
offices In the future to feel the same wa> In respect to them.
The way in which this proposal came to us it would take very
nearly the same machinery and the same trouble to remove this
officer as it *./uld to impeach a public officer.

Mr. BLAOTOX. The gentleman has iio more confidence in the
Speaker jrf this House and the Piesident of the Senate than I
"have, yet'UieTgeutleinah-vvould-nol leave it-to-tlioKc^two-pflicials
to remove the honds of bureaus or Cabinet officers without any'
otlier hearing than their 6\vii.initiative.

Mr. WOOD of Indiana. I would w'y in answer to that that
the Director of the Bureau of Efficiency would be an oflirbr of
the House and he would, be responsive to the House, ami I
think the agreement of the conferees on that proposition -Is very
good. ." '

Mr. HTJDSrETII. Mr. Speaker, will the gentleman yield?'
Mr. WOOD of Indiana. Yes.
Mr. HDDSPETH. I understand that this is left to the

Speaker of-the House and the P-esldoht of.Uie Senate. Docs
that mean tlie Vice President of • j United Slates?

Mr. WOOD o£ Indiana. It me .iS'tho Vice I'rcsident.-if there

Mr. WOOD of Indiana. I do imt know exactly 'how many
there are. There arc quite a number. The fact is.Uifit tlie force
is not miflleient tit tlie present moment to meet the demands, r

.linppGn.tu lie In arpositiph to know lliat-ilioro-nro-dcmnnds from:
BODIO of tlicsc.departments at this t!.no for Hits Bureau of 15IJI-
cicncy, and-that they can not comply with those demands be-

cause they have-not sufficient force at the present to do :ill they
artLcailed upon to do.

Mr. MILLER. Is the status of each of these employees now
"fixed under the civil sen-ice?

Mr. WOOD of india.uu. Xo. As Iunderstand-it, tlsey arc not
fixed by the civil service.

Mr. SISSOX. Mr. Speakeri will the centleman yield?
Mr. WOOD of Indiana. Yes.
Mr. SISSOX. In answ« to the question, I would .--talc that

the employees of tin's department, aside from- tlio.sc i.-iea wlio
actually d'o the work, the expert .accountants, tlio employees
used by this bureau are, many of them, in the departments
which they are Investigating. This Is for the manifest purpose,
first, of not-having a permanent and. unnecessary pay roll, and,
second, because by working the empioye»s in the departments
they are al.le to impress upon them the forms and economies
which they desire to have put in practice.

Mr. 'IjLLEIJ. We are taking on no new employees?
Mr. SISSOX. No; no hew employees, and no increase of.

salaries.
Mr. WOOD of Indiana. The amendment provides, that the

present employees' shall be transferred to.the jurisdiction of
-the Cohgreis. I am informed, and I think I am not misstating
the facts, tiat the vast majority of. Uie membership of this
House Is jn favor of this Bureau of Efficiency being responsive
to 'the Congress, and that the Congress should have to do with,
putting It in motion and directing its course, so that the bureau
may act- as an independent agent As has been suggested by the
gentleman from Texas [Mr. BLAKIOS], the very activity of
the. Bureau of Efficiency incurs displeasure sometimes by reason
of 'its^ going crosswise to the practices established.in. tUe various
bureaus of the Government or with the ideas of those oh the
outside. We sill know that there is necessity for efficiency;,
that there is iron for very great-improvement in every bureau
In the. city of Washington. The only objection I.have heard
offered, and I think the only tenable objection that may be
madef-and I can not see that that is well taken—I <; that if this
Bureau of Efficiency Is transferred to Congress, as Is proposed,
it \viii have n deterring effect on the possible passage of
.1 budget system; As I stated the other day,_I nin heartily
in favor of the establishment of a budget system. \Ve .all
know how much, it is needed. I do. contend, however, that
the establishment of this.Bureau of Efficiency will in no^
wise interfere with the establishment of the budget system. It
will all the more .demonstrate the necessity of -the budget
system; *

Mr. HUSTED. Mr. Speaker, will the gentleman yield?
Mr. AVOOD of Indiana. Yes,
Mr. HOSTED. ..Will the gentleman state the scope of the

activities of this Bureau of Efficiency?
Mr. AVOOD of Indiana. It was meant under its creation tliat

this.Bureau of Efficiency should be what it is called—n Bureau
of Efficiency^and ^^ they might go Into these different de-
partments nt the solicitation of the heads of the bureaus and
of the departments and assist them in getting greater efficiency,
not only as to method-but as to execution.

Mr. HUSTED. AVhere did the employees of this bureau get
the training and experience that would enable them to go into
the departments here and straighten them out?

Mr. AVOOD of Indiana. They are selected by reason of their
peculiar fitness for" that character of work. This Bureau of

'.-Efficiency has- been in. existence in. some foria or other, .as I.
understand' it, since 3*913, jtnd tdcy have In tlielr employ now
some very efficient men. They'have done some very, very val-
uable service, Thich all will admit who know anything about
the scope of their work, but the bureau is so handicapped by
reason of obstacles- thrown in Its way tout Its work 1m bc?n
very much obstructed. We nil know that our-system of doinj
business hero is archaic, -that there is not a busin&s ostaMis'i-
lubnt In the Nation that could last any time if it employed Uie
same methods for tlip conduct of its business tliat are employed
in the District of Columbia, but this covirso lias been followed
hero so long, and they have become so used to it, tliat an- sus-
posted chaiiKc' or advice towanl a change Is bitterly resontort '>>'
sonic of the departments. There aro ninny exceptions to 'till-8.
however. The Post Oflico Department is the best business de-
partment in the city of AVashlnston to-day [applansel, and it
was made so by reason of Postmaster General Ilurlwon InvitliiK
this Bureau of Efliclcncy into that department and linvln^ '"
make a- coinplcte revolution and renovation. T.iUewisc, in tl"'
Treasury iJepariment great reforms liavc liei-ii brought about
byJ:cnsojuiLl!lfi aclLvity of tlils..b\irpati, y it inly cooperation of j
tlio Secretary" of-(lie Treasury. They are'inw \v«'(K'ii'ifr"?C!rf»' '
and I am gratliled to say to you that by reason ot tbo o*iab»sli-
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meat of modem methods in lUe dispatch ami conciuct of the
business of Lhnt department, s'.iice tlie close of the war, through-
this Bureau of Eflll-ieucy, in one div-hlt/ii alone they have been
nbie to reduce their clericul io.rce by more than 000. If the same
coypennivii \\us Lad in-all of these other branches of the Gpv-
ernmeut, there riiiclit be no need of this proposition.

But unfortunately outside of the Government activity there
is an activity that is bent on destroying efficiency, that has ho
sympathy whatever with the introduction of efScieucy Ju any
of these departments. They would like to destroy, if you please,
not only die man who is at the head of the present Bureau of
Efficiency, but they would like to destroy the entire system
itself, preferring that all engaged in Government work serve
the smallest i»eHod of time and get the greatest amount of
retui-h for it.- Now, as I was statins a while ago, the only op-
position we Lave heard to this proposal in this House Is that
it will have a. bad effect upon the possibility of the passage of
the so-called budget, system;. I .am willing 'to agree, if the
gentlemen who are friendly to the budget systeia will agree,.
th^t in the event that this proposal is adopted and a budget
system is enacted into. law during the present Congress or at
any other Congress, embody in?, if you please, the same iiiachiri-
ary or in substance the same that will do the work — that is alt
we are after, Uie result— that there will be no objection made
from any quarter to a clause /epealing this law. Now, it
strikes me Uiat-is-a fair proposition, and I think that it would
be proper for the reason that we do liot want duplication of
effort even, in tiie efficiency business. We have duplication of
effort in all, these departments-and we are trying to get rid of it
through the instrumentality of this Bureau of Efliciency ; so In
the event a budget system is adopted, and I hope it will be before
this Congress. ends or even before we recess, there, could be very
easily inserted in .that measure a clause repealing this law,
and in the event that by reason of some unfortunate circum-
stauces the pa&sage of the budget system be delayed until the
iiext session of Congress, why this activity can-go on, and there
is. necessity for -its going oh every hour, for by reason of its
not being permitted .to operate fully there are thousands and
millions of dollars of the taxpayers'. money that is being need-
lessly and uselessly wasted; Now, I have said all I desire to
say. I have brought, to you all the information Uiat your
committee has on this subject with the recommendation that this
Teport be adopted for the reasons I have tried to offer.

Mr. MONDELIj. Mr. Speakcr^-
TJie SPEAKER. Does the gentleman from Indiana yield?
Mr. WOOD of Indiana. I yield.- I yield 10 minutes to the

gentleman from Wyoming. -,
The SPEAJvER. The'geLJeiuan from Wyoming is recognized

for 10 minutes.
Mr. MQNDELL. Mr. : Speaker, I very much regret to be

compelled, to oppose th> conference report^ but I. do not believe
that this conference report should be adopted, and for many very
excellent reasons. The gentlemen will remember that when
this committee brought in their conference report providing for
«h agreement on all of the items In controversy save this one
their report vvas adopted anjd with regaid to-this particular item
tiie House unanimously advised the conferees to disagree to
the Senate amendment. The conferees have seen fit to agree to
the Senate amendment somewhat modified. I do not desire
to criticize the conferees for that action. They have, I am
sure, exercised their best judgment, by .doing .w.bat iu their
opinion shouTd'be dorie. I ani sorry I can not agree with them.
Gentlemen mny not believe that the fate of the budget and the
budget system depend:, on our action relative to this matter,
but I am firmly convinced that while the adoption of this
amendmp"t"vvT~.not necessarily and of Itself prevent the adop-
tion of wiscftii^. proper budget legislation, I \cry greatly fear
Hint the adoption of this amendment in nny form will place a
serious obstacle in the way of thoroughgoing budget legisla-
tion. Whether that was the Intent of anyone interested in the
nintlcr I do -not Iniow, hrid I do not jiretonii to say,.'liut Hint,
in-iny opinion, wilHic Its t-ffcct. It strikes .nil tnnt t a tlmo
•when the entire mntter of tho budget Is still under cc aidcriition.
by the Congress and ."till in nn unlinlslicd state it is n'ob.-iogical
i'lint~v\(j;shnll adopt as tin ami;ndnn!nt oh an appropriation bill
partial legislation on .that subject. What is proposed ,to do lio.re,
what would be done under the Bureau of Kfljdeiipy if thJs.lc^ls-i
Jatlon wore adopted, would, oC course, bo done under h budget
system, or should bo, but If wo make this piwWon at this time
i'or these ofllc[w)cy examinations it is nn excuse for not adopt-
ing n budget' system or that wo adopt h budget system that is
not coiitidotc, roumlod out, full-fledged, owl worlcfiWu nlong fill
lines. It mny be that tlic .gentlemen of tho conference five o£
tlie opinion that they were instilled ir nOct*iitln^, the .Scnntu

amehdmeut/notwithstaiidiug the attitude of the Houso, v>ith tiie
changes and modifications that have l>ee:i made.

In my opinion those changes have net Iitlpcd the ai:n-:,dmi;iit,
but have vyeakencd it. If \yc arc to have a thorough^m::,; .svs-
leiu of efficiency examinations under the control of the C'.i...^s
in connection with a budget system, they should be provided, for
In connection with Uie budget law, au'd they should be broad
and. carry sufficient authority for all investigations proper to be
'made nn'd necessarv to be made.

Mr. WOOD of Indiana. Will the gentleman yield?
Mr. MONDELL. In just a moment. No\v, the amendment as

adopted will hot render possible tlie regular continuous atten-
tion to the disbursements of the executive officers-which tU>re
should be, and under the amendment as it liasj been modified
tliese examinations could only be made when ordered by com-
mittees or subcommittees. They would have to do only with
certain trahsactioBs of the departments. They would hot give
us those general, ali^embracins, thoroughgoing examinations as
to the character of expenditures that we should have. I yirtil
to the gentleman.

Mr. WOOD or Indiana. I tliink If the gentleman will study
the amendment we have made and. .the original proposal lie will
find that there Is not any activity but what may be investi-
gated, and that the functions/of the Bureau of Elliclency when
put iu motion are so comprehensive that not only Congress but
every committee and subcommittee, either oh expenditures or
appropriations, as well as the heads of all these various activi-
ties, can have those matters investigated.

Mr. MONDELL. I am sure the gentleman desires to have
full Investigation, but I do not believe the amendment as it Is
nov- before us \vpuld accomplish that, result. It is not-so satis-
factory as tlie amendment which the House-agreed unanimously
to reject. I have been one of those who believe-that one. of the
most important features of the budget system is the Independ-
ent audit and the examination of expenditures by authority of
Congress which would be carried oh in connection with an inde-
pendent audit. I think that is a more important feature of the
budget system than .the submitting of estir ates.bythe Executive
because if the Congress is.at all times armed and-fortified with
information secured by its agents relative to the activities of the
various bureaus and departments we then can meet all the argu-
ments, m«j<et all of Uie suggestions put forward by the depart-
ments, >vith arguments and suggestions coming from our own
agents who .are as fully Informed or even better informed th'a-i
tlic representatives of the departments who appear before the
appropriating committees.

There is nothing we need so badly as to have at the elbow
of the chairmen of appropriation committees men thoroughly
informed with regard to the transactions, the activities, and,
expenditures of the departments, and that Information"*ah only
be secured in connection with ah independent audit and an
efficiency fysteui that will be part of it. And all of that should
be and will be provided for in the budget. Now It is proposed,
before the Senate has passed the budget bill, long before it has
gone to conference, while It Is still In a formative state, to adopt
as a part of an appropriation bill, contrary to the usual rulo*
a provision that has to do with the general budget scheme.
