STATEMENT OF THE MANAGERS ON THE PART OF THE HOUSE

The managers on the part of the House, at the conference on the
disagreeing votes of the two Houses on the amendments of the Senate
to the bill (H. R. 8839) making appropriations for the government
of the District of Columbia and other activities chargeable in whole
or in part against the revenues of such District for the fiscal year
ending June 30, 1925, and for other purposes, submit the following
written statement in explanation of the effect of the action agreed
upon by the conferees and recommended in the accompanying con-
ference report:

No. 1: Provides a lump sum contribution by the United States
toward the expenses of the District of Columbia of $9,000,000, to-
gether with the whole of such revenue arising subsequent to July
1. 1924, which is now credited to the United States and the District
of Columbia in the proportion required by law, instead of $8,000,-
000 and a somewhat similar disposition of miscellaneous revenue,
as proposed by the House, and $14.000,000 or a 60-40 division of
expenses, as proposed by the Senate.

Nos. 8 to 11, inclusive, relating to the Executive Office: Appro-
priates $17,000 for temporary employees, building inspection divi-
sion, as proposed by the Senate, instead of $15,000, as proposed by
the House; fixes the allowances to inspectors for motor cycles and
automobiles at $13 and $26 each per month, respectively, as proposed
by the Senute, instead of $10 and $20 each per month, respectively,
as proposed by the House; and appropriates $4,000 for temporary
employees, plumbing inspection division, as proposed by the Senate,
instead of $3,000, as proposed by the House.

Nos. 12 and 13: Appropriates $19,320 for personal services in the
license bureau. as proposed by the Senate, instead of $17,820, as
proposed by the House.

No. 14: Provides an allowance at the rate of $26 per month to
coroner for furnishing his own automobile for official uzes. as pro-
posed by tlie Senate. Instead of $20 per month. as proposed by the
House,

Nos. 15. 16, and 17, rvelating to the office of superintendent of
weights, measuves, and markets: Strikes out the appropriation pro-
posed by the Senate for the purchase of a Ford motor truck, and




provides for the maintenance of four motor trucks, as proposed by
the House, instead of five, as proposed by the Senate.

No. 19: Strikes out, as proposed by the Senate, the limitation on
the contingent fund of the public utilities commission with respect
to expenditures incident to the enforcement of the law relating to
the relief of street car motormen.

No. 20: Strikes out the appropriation of $600 proposed by the
Benate for temporavy clevk hive in the departiment of insurance.

Nos. 21 and 22: Appropriates $42,320 for personal services in the
surveyor’s office, as proposed by the Senate, instead of %39.920. as
proposed by the House.

No. 23: Restores the appropriation of $1.500 proposed by the
House for revision of the highway plan. :

No. 24: Strikes out the appropriation of $10.000 proposed hy the
Senate for preparation of a city plan outside of the oviginal Federal
city of Washington. '

Nos. 25 and 26: Provides for an allowance to the purchasing officer
for the maintenance of his own antomobile as proposed by the Senate.
and fixes the automobile allowance at $26 per month as proposed
by the Senate. instead of $20 per month as proposed by the House.

No. 27: Appropriates $900 for the purchase of two automobiles for
the assessor’s oftice, instead of $2,400 for the purchase of three auto-
mobiles, as proposed by the Senate.

No. 29: Fixes the allowance for supplying personal automobile at
$26 per month, as proposed by the Senate, instead of $20 per month,
as proposed by the House. '

No. 30: Strikes out the appropriation of $300,000 towavd the con-
strnetion of a building for the recorder of deeds, and the authoriza-
tion theretor, proposed by the Senate.

No. 31: Requires that vefunds of erroneous collections shall be
credited to the United States and the District of Columbia in the
proportion required by law, as proposed by the House, instead of in
the proportion that the appropriations were or are paid from the
Treasury of the United States and the revenues of the Distriet of
Columbta, as proposed by the Senate. _

Nos. 32 and 33: Appropriates $10,000, as proposed by the Senate,
for office equipment for the Assessor and Collector of Taxes, instead
“of %3,000, us proposed by the House.

Nos. 35 to 36, inclusive, relating to street improvements: Restores
the appropriation of $6,000, proposed by the House, for paving Web-
ster Street, Seventh Street to Illinois Avenue: appropriates $14,800
for paving Bryant Street, as proposed by the Seovate, instead of
$7.400, as proposed by the House, and extends the tmprovement from
Lincoln Road to Fourth Street. as proposed by the Senate, instead
of to Third Street, as proposed by the House; provides for the
paving of Thirteenth Street, from F to Eye Streets, 80 feet wide, as
proposed by the House. instead of a smaller width, and from F to
I Streets, as proposed by the Senute; restores the appropriation of
$15.000, proposed by the House, for paving Kennedy Street, Fifth
Street to Eighth Street; restores the appropriation of $4,800, pro-
posed by the House, for paving Seventeenth Street, Webster Street
to Allison Street: restores the appropriation of $7,500, proposed by
the Honse, for paving Kansas Avenue, Allison Street to Buchanan
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Street; restores the appropriation of $10,900, proposed by the House,
for paving New Hampshire Avenue, Grant Circle to Allison Street;
appropriates $4,600, as proposed by the Senate. for paving. Sixteenth
Street southeast.

Nos. 38, 59, and 60, relating to repairs of streets: Appropriates
for three motor trucks, as proposed by the Senate, instead of one
motor truck, as proposed by the House; fixes the allowance for pri-
vately owned automobile at $26 per month, as proposed by the
Senate, instead of $20 per month. as proposed by the Honse, and ap-
propriates $600,000, as proposed by the Senate, instead of $350.000,
as proposed by the House.

Nos. 61 to 63, inclusive, relating 1o gasoline tax road and street
fund : Restores the appropriation of $112.000 proposed by the House
for paving Georgia Avenue, Military Road to Fern Street; appro-
priates $35,000, as proposed by the Senate, for paving Seventh
Street, Pennsylvania Avenue to G Street SW.

Nos. 65 and 66: Provides for an allowance of $26 per month for
a privately owned automobile. as proposed by the Senate. instead of
$20 per month, as proposed by the House, and provides that cer-
tain revenue shall be credited to the United States and the District of
‘Columbia in the manner provided by law, instead of in the propor-
tions required by law, as proposed by the House, and in the propor-
tions that the appropriations have been or may be paid from the
Treasury of the United States and- the revenues of the District of
(Columbia, as proposed by the Senate.

No. 67: Appropriates $75.000, for trees and pavking, instead of
$35,000, as proposed by the House. and $100.000, as proposed by the
Senate. oo

Nos. 68 to 78, inclusive, relating to sewers: Provides for the pur-
chase of eight motor vehicles, instead of four motor vehicles as pro-
posed by the Honse, and ten motor vehicles, as proposed by the
Senate: appropriates $265.000, as proposed by the Senate, instead of
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$28L000 as proposed by the House, for cleaning and repairing sew-

ers and basius: provides for the purchase of seven motor vehicles in
connection with suburban sewers, instead of four vehicles as pro-
poused by the House, and eight vehicles as proposed hy the Senate:
appropriates $350,000 fov submb.m sewers, instead of $325, 000, as
proposed by the House. and $370,000, as pmpmed by the Senate:
appropriates $250,000 for assessment and permit work, instead of
$200,000, as proposed by the House, and $300,000, as proposed by
the Senate: and appropriates $60,000, as pr oposed by the House, for
the extension of the Rock Creek main mteuepml, instead of $30,000,
as proposed by the Senate, :

Nos. 76 to 81, inclusive, relating to the collection and disposal of
vefuse: Fixes the aflowances for privately-owned motor-cycles and
automobiles, at $13.00 and $26.00 per month each. respectively, as
proposed by the Senate, instead of $10.00 and $20.00 per month
cach, respectively, as proposed by the House: plm’ides that certuin
vevenue shall be credited to the United Stutes and the Distriet of
Columbia, in the manner provided by law, instead ot in the propor-
tion required by law. as proposed by the House. and in the propor-
tions as the appropriations ave paid from the Treasury of the United
States and the vevenues of the District of Columbia as proposed by
the Senate: and strikes out the appropriation of $40,000 propose d
by the Senate for the purchase of land for a garbage transfer station.
