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Whereas on the morning of January 26, 2001, a devastating
and deadly earthquake shook the state of Gujarat in
western India, Kkilling untold tens of thousands of people,
injuring countless others, and crippling most of the re-

Whereas the earthquake of January 26, 2001, has left thou-
sands of buildings in ruin, caused widespread fires, and

destroyed infrastructure;

Whereas the people of India and people of Indian origin have
displayed strength, courage, and determination in the

aftermath of the earthquake;

Whereas the people of the United States and India have de-
veloped a strong friendship based on mutual interests

and respect;

Whereas India has appealed to the World Bank, the Asian
Development Bank, and the international community for
